Kim Brown, one of our missionaries, has a ministry
focused around women and children from tribal groups
in Thailand who are at risk. These people are poor and
often sick and frequently without homes or families
that can care for them. One of the oufreaches of
Brown’s missionary service is the House of Love in
Chiang Mai, Thailand. The House of Love provides a
home where women and children can be supported in
all their uniqueness as tribal people with the special
needs of being HIV-positive or having been physically
or mentally abused or orphaned. The following letters
were written by children at the House of Love (HOL)
about their experiences.

My name is Preyanot Sakong. T was bormn on January
1, 1990 in Chiang Rai. My father 1s still alive and his
name 1s SomPon Sakong. My mother passed away in
2000 from AIDS but her name was SacLoom Sakong.
When my mother died I was staying at Social Welfare.
They took good care of me and gave me many
opportunities. After grade six I came to the House of
Love. oo

Now I am 14 years old and I study in grade eight at
Chiang Mai Christian School. Tlove computers.
Computers are very important because you can access
so much information with them and my dream is to be
employed by a private company where I can work on a
computer.

The House of Love is my second home. I want to
show my gratitude to all of the people who have
helped me. When I stay in the House of Love T know 1
have many chances that I never had before. When I
grow up, graduate, and have a job I will fulfill my
obligation to my mother, my father, and the House of
Love.

My name is Ahjai Jaur. I was born April 29, 1990. 1
was bom at home in Chiang Mai. My father’s name
was Jala Jaur and my mother’s name was Nagu Jaur. I
am the second child of three. My older brother 1s
Allee Jaur and my younger sister 1s Wasana Jaur.

When my mother was alive, our family was poor. My
mother borrowed money from other people in order to
send me to school. My father died while I was in my

mother’s stomach so [ have only seen his face in
pictures. My mother died when I was in grade three
and [ began to wonder what I would do without her.
After my father and mother died T came to stay in the
House of Love. The people at the House of Love took
good care of me and sent me to school. All of the
children at the House of Love share responsibilities
well.

When I stay at the House of Love [ know we all love
cach other. Ienjoyit. We play together; we sing
together; it feels like we are still with our mother and
family like it was before. When T become rich and
have a lot of money I will show gratitude to the House
of Love and help.
